As part of its decade-long opposition to the negative impacts of the proposed Rockfort Farm Quarry application at Winston Churchill and Olde Baseline in the Town of Caledon, the Coalition of Concerned Citizens of Caledon is undertaking a Water and Wetlands Tour.  

The bus tour is intended to inform and educate decision-makers of the potentially disastrous water-related impacts of the proposed open pit dolostone mine and its water pumping operations.
